No application 
      will be considered without the required documents and information completed on the 
      registration form and a copy of the registered Pest Control Operator’s P – registration  
      certificate handed in. 
 
2]   Only Active members will be able to use the SAPCA name and logo with the written consent of 
       the Association. 
 
3]   It will be expected of all SAPCA members to uphold and comply with our Good Practice 
      Standards at all times. 
 
4]   SAPCA will be fully warranted to terminate membership in the following cases: 
 

4.1]   Any misconduct of practice which is not regulated with SAPCA Standards 
4.2]   Non-Payment of membership fees 
 

5]   All Active members will be listed on the website. 
 
6]   In the case of termination & non-payment members will still be liable for any fees outstanding  
      to date until such time as all advertising are removed. 
 
7]   In the case of re-application, the applicant will be held liable for any outstanding fees before 
      membership can be re-considered. 
 
8]   When membership is terminated, the member will be held responsible for any fees payable to 
      SAPCA when the SAPCA logo or name is used on any stationary, advertising and vehicles. 
 



9]   On termination the member will be responsible to remove any indication of SAPCA  
      membership from all advertising, stationary and vehicles. 
 
10]  On termination the member will be responsible to cancel any advertisements placed in yellow 
       pages and/or any other directory etc. and provide the Association proof in writing.  
 
11]   No percentage of paid fees will be refunded for the remainder of the membership period on 
        termination or cancellation of membership. Members will be liable for the full term of 
        fees. Membership period runs from the 1st of July to end of June 2012. 
 
12]   New members will pay in full on receipt of an invoice before receiving the certificate and/or  
        any documentation from SAPCA.  A once-off administration fee of R320.00 will be added to 
        the membership fees. 
 
13]  Membership fees can be paid by cheque (which will first be cleared with the bank) or internet 
       transfer or an arrangement can be made with the CEO to pay by debit order. 
 
14]  It is the members’ responsibility to make sure that sufficient  Public Liability cover is  
       adequate to cater for the extension of Pest Control / Cleaning business. The minimum cover 
       should be R5 000,000.00 (5 million Rands) and should include the following cover if 
       applicable: 
       General Risk – own premises 
       Work Away – other premises 
       Defective workmanship 
       Products Liability 
       Termite / Borer Beetle guarantee optional
